'Fund' me€trs the Central Eledricity Regulatory
Commission Fund.
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3. Constitution of the Fund. - (l) The Central Government hereby
constitutes a Fund to be called the Central Electricity Regulatory Commission
Fund.

(2) The Fund shall be opened under the Public Account of India and
this shall be a non-lapsable and non-interest bearing account.

(3) The Central Commission shall, by the 30n September of each year,
subfiit to tlre Ccntral Govemment its requirement of funds for the next financial
year taking into sccount the estimated receipts of the Commission.

(4) The Central Govemment may, after due appropriation made by the
Parliamen! make to the Central Commission grants and loans of such sums of
money as the Government considers necessary after having due regard to the
requirement communicated by the Central Commission under sub-rule (3).

(5) The Fund shall comprise of-

(D any grants and loans made to the Central Commission
by the Cenral Governmenl under section 98 of the
Act;

(ii) all fees received by the Central Commission under the

Act;

(iii) all sums received by the Ccntral Commission fiom
other sources as may be decided upon by the Central

Govemment from time to time.

4. Application of the Fund. - 'lhe Fund shall be applied for meeting -

(a) the salary, allowances and other remuneration of the

Chairpenon, Members, Secretary, Officers and other

employees of the Central Comtnission;

(b) the expenses of the Central Commission in discharge of its
functions under section 79 ofthe Act;

(c) the expenses on objects and for purposes authorised by the

Act

5. Release of amount from the Fund. - (l) The Central Commission shall

seek release of amount from the Fund against its annual budgct twice (in the

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month of April, and September) in a financial ycr. Upon recciving such a
requisition from the Cenhal Comrnission, thc Ccntral Govcrnment shall -

(a) trmsfer the appropriate part of the sums of grants and loans for the
Central Commission approved by the Parliament in the annual budgct
ofthe Ministry of Powerto the Fund and sinutbncot*ly;,

(b) rrlease the amount os requisitioned fr<im the Fund to the Central
Commission by account paye€ chcque through ib Pay and Acoomts
Office.

(3) The link branch of the nominated banU(s) shall fumish daily
payments and receipts scrclts to the Coml Comnission which

will ensure that 0re cheques appoaring in the payment scmlls ale

those issued' by the Cenral Commissiott and reconcile caclt

transaction with the bank(s).

7 . Mamcr of lpplying tbe Fund.'

(l) All anourrt released Aom dre Frmd shall bc paid into the Cental

Commission's accoun{s) in t}rc bark(s) dtd shsll not bc withdravm

exce,pt on presentation of a cheque sigred jointly by Deputy

Dircctor (Accounts) and Accounts Olhcer or such other officer as

authorised by the Central Commission.
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(2) These officers shall be responsible for monitoring the proper
trarsactions of rcc€ipts and payments on behalf of the Central
Commission.

- I and Final Grant statement in format as at Annexure - II and submit
to the Cental Government by the 306 September and 156 January of each

Year.

Delegation of Powom. - (l ) The Chairperson of the Central Commission
I have the powers of the Central Govemment relating to items as given in

I V, VI and VII of Delegation of Financial Powers Rules, except in
following maners:-

(D Creation ofposts,
(iD re-appropriation of funds from one head to another,
(iii) purchase ofvehicles,
(iv) perrnitting any officer of the Commission to participate in

seminars, conferences or training pro$amme abroad;

Provided that the exercise of these powers will be subject to the general
restrictions and conditions contained in the Delegation of Finangial Power
Rules, 1978 and other genefal rules and orders issued by the Govemment of
India from time to time.

(2) The Central Commission shall lay down the detailed procedure for
sanction of various expendihre and delegation of power among the Central

Commission, Chairman and Secretary of the Central Commission.

10. Audit of the Accounts. - (l) The accounts of the Central Commission

shdl be audited by the Comptroller and Auditor-General of India at such

intervals as may be specified by him.

(2) The accounts of the Central Commission as certified by the

Comptoller and Auditor-General oflndia or any other person appointed by him
in this b,ehalf, together with audit report thereon shall be forwarded annually to

the Cental Government by the Central Commission to enable it to place the

audit report before each House of Parliament.
